Class 3    SANTA STAKES: 50cm (poles and straights) 

  Assisted, including lead rein.

ENTRIES 

● Entries will close on Monday 23rd December.  There will be no refunds after the 

close of entries without a vet’s or doctor’s certificate or unless replaced by waitlist.

● All entries are subject to a non-refundable booking fee which will be stated online 

on a per class basis.  

● Late entries will be accommodated if available. Please enter through Horse Events.  

● Any requests for reasonable adjustment must be made before the closing date to

● All classes will be run as single phase with the second half of the course to be timed.  

● Course Walks will take place prior to the start and at regular intervals throughout 

the day. 

● No entries can be made after the start of the relevant class. All classes are open to 

adults and children.  

● Combinations cannot take part in more than two classes per day. Horses cannot 

take part more than once in each class or in more than three classes on the day. 

● In the event of cancellation, £5 of the entry fee will be retained to defray costs. No
