• Shooting - It is a condition of entry that all competitors can handle a gun 
correctly and that they and their loaders have had adequate training in safety 
on the firing range.  Pistols must always remain boxed.  They may only be 
unboxed at the firing point on the instruction of the range steward. Pistols must 
be flagged. PLEASE INDICATE ON THE ENTRY FORM/Horse Events IF THE 
COMPETITOR IS LEFT-HANDED. 

• Running (on track)– Classes 1 – 9 Competitors will be running in heats. 

• Swimming -  No muddy shoes to be worn in the Leisure Centre. Buoyance 
aids will be allowed in Class 1 only. There is only one outside lane so 
PLEASE INDICATE ON THE ENTRY FORM/Horse Events IF THE 
COMPETITOR IS IN GENUINE NEED OF AN OUTSIDE LANE. 

• The judge’s decision will be final.
