Fences—approx. 30cm (Riders can be lead) 
 
Class 2 
Open Team and Individual Jumping— Riders any age 
Fences approx 40cm (Can be assisted but not lead) 
 
Class 3 
Open Team and Individual Jumping— Riders any age 
Fences approx 50 cm 
Any pony/rider combination entering Classes 1 and/or 2 cannot  
enter Classes  4—6 
 
Class 4 
Open Team and Individual Jumping— Riders any age 
Fences 60-65 cm 
 
Class 5 
Open Team and Individual Jumping— Riders any age 
Fences 70 - 75cm 
 
Class 6 
Open Team and Individual Jumping— Riders any age 
Fences 80 - 85cm 
 
Class 7 
Open Team and Individual Jumping—Riders any age.  Fences 90 –
95cm 
 

 
All classes, will be run as single-phase.  
 

Entry fee—£15 per rider per class 
 

Rosettes will be awarded to sixth place for individual and 4th place for 
teams.  Teams to consist of 3 or 4 riders with the best 3 scores of each 
team to count .

• The organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry or amend the order 
of classes or cancel classes 

 
• Any objections to be notified to the Secretary within half  an hour of 

the incident with a deposit of £10 -non-refundable if over-ruled by the 
Chief Steward
